LEONARDO RODRÍGUEZ
Painting time, memory and silence



Leonardo David Rodríguez Baeza (Santiago, Chile, 1981) is a painter
and visual artist. His work is primarily developed through oil painting on
canvas and explores the passage of time, memory, and the
transformation of nature as central axes of visual research.
He studied at the Colegio Experimental Artístico in Santiago and at the
University of Chile. His practice combines a rigorous observation of the
landscape with a symbolic and contemplative dimension. Over the
years, he has developed series that engage with specific territories—
such as the Atacama Desert and the landscapes of southern Chile—
understood not only as geographical spaces, but as states of
consciousness and lived experience.

Since 2009, he has exhibited consistently, with a notable and ongoing
relationship with Galería Arte Actual Mexicano in Monterrey, where his
work has established a sustained dialogue with collectors and diverse
audiences. In his painting, the real and the abstract, the intimate and
the monumental coexist, with particular attention to materiality, color,
and the time invested in the making of each work as part of its meaning.
In recent years, his production has expanded into projects that integrate
family, process, and territory, understanding artistic practice as a way
of life and a form of sensitive transmission. His work proposes a slow,
attentive, and open gaze, where painting becomes a space for
contemplation, memory, and resonance.
